SEMION BALSCHEM

Pianisten Semion Balschem
er fodt 1 Kiev og tog i 1968
afgangseksamen med ud-
mearkelse fra solistklassen
ved Musikkonservatoriet i
Moskva. 1 1979 emigrerede
han til Danmark, hvorfra han
har fortsat sin karriere — sével
her i landet som i udlandet.

Skoler i Danmark og ud-
landet har nydt godt af hans
musiceren ved talrige klassi-
ske koncerter, atholdt ssmmen med Grete Flintegaard og Ole
Hedegaard. Semion Balschem er ogsa aktiv som underviser,
bade privat og i konservatoriesammenhang samt pa internatio-
nale mesterkurser.

Semion Balschem har medvirket ved samtlige Tvinds Jule-
og Nytarskoncerter siden 1985 — som kammermusiker og
akkompagnater og som solist i klaverkoncerter af bl.a. Mozart,
Beethoven, Chopin, Liszt, Schumann, Grieg, Rachmaninov,
Sjostakovitj, Prokofiev, Bartok, Gershwin og Ravel.

The pianist Semion Balschem was born in Kiev and graduated
with distinction as a soloist from The Moscow Conservatory in
1968. In 1979 he emigrated to Denmark and pursued his career
in this country as well as abroad.

Schools in Denmark and other countries have benefited
from his musicianship in numerous recitals, given together
with Grete Flintegaard and Ole Hedegaard. He also teaches,
both privately and at conservatory level as well as at interna-
tional master classes.

Semion Balschem has performed at every Tvind Christmas
and New Year's Concert since the first one in 1985 — as a
chamber musician and accompanist and as a soloist in piano
concertos by Mozart, Beethoven, Chopin, Liszt, Schumann,
Grieg, Rachmaninoff, Shostakovich, Prokofiev, Bartok,
Gershwin and Ravel.




BEATA BILINSKA

Pianisten Beata Bilinska er
fodt 1 Krakow.

He is educated at The National Ballet of Zimbabwe, and
he has worked with a project instructing children and young-
sters from high-density areas in dance in order to give them a
skill, helping them to have a more dignified life.

Most of the students have never performed dance before,
but they have devoted themselves heart and soul, and they are
looking forward to performing at the New Year's Concert.




EVGUENI FESHTCHENKO

Evgueni Feshtchenko fik sin
konservatorieuddannelse i
Gorky City og blev derefter
ansat som koncertmester i
Moskvas Radio- og Fjernsyns-
orkester.

Zielona Gora Filharmoniske Orkester har eksisteret siden 1956
og ledes siden 1986 kunstnerisk og administrativt af Czeslaw
Grabowski. Orkestret har 75 musikere og giver ca. 100 kon-
certer om aret samt et stort antal kammerkoncerter pa sko-
ler i Zielona Gora og omegn.

Zielona Gora Philharmonic Orchestra was established in
1956, and since 1986 its artistic and administrative leader is
Czeslaw Grabowski. The orchestra employs 75 musicians, and
they give about 100 concerts a year, as well as numerous cham-
ber music concerts in the schools of the greater Zielona Gora.
The orchestra has toured extensively in Germany, Spain and
Italy, for instance.

Several of the musicians of the orchestra have appeared as
soloists at the New Year's Concerts — also this year when four
violinists and two horn players are soloists in two concertos by
Vivaldi in the section with baroque music.

The orchestra is a beloved player in the cultural landscape
of the city, and nearly all concerts are played to full houses.

In 2003 we could enjoy Mr. Grabowski as a compos-
er;, as he had composed a major choral work “Verses of Hope”
as a gift for the concert, and several times he has arranged an
orchestral accompaniment for the School Choir s performance
of Danish songs.
